Public Safety Committee Update

The Multnomah County plan to reduce Misdemeanor Unit staffing was announced
resulting in the loss of 4 deputy district attorneys. The unit will be unable to
prosecute as many misdemeanor crimes, only focusing on those that present the
most immediate public safety threat. Other changes to be completed by July 12,
2010:
o Daily Civil Commitment Hearings will no longer be staffed
e A pre-determined number of trials will be covered each day
e The duties of the CPC Deputy supervision of the Misdemeanor Trial Unit will
be reassigned resulting in lower levels of supervision, training, and oversight.
e Reduction in charges issued as misdemeanors will drastically reduce the
stream of clients/cases entering Mental Health Court.

Prosecution of the dangerous crimes will continue due to threat to public safety.

Prosecution of the following cases will be discontinued unless aggravated: Theft or
Forgery in the Second Degree (under $500), Misdemeanor Possession of a
Controlled Substance (cocaine, meth, heroin, etc.), Harassment, Trespass
(commercial and residential), Disorderly Conduct, Criminal Mischief, Hit and Run ¢
Property Damage, Misdemeanor Attempt to Elude, Resist Arrest, Driving While

implement the new policy and to
ensure  equal treatment  of
defendants, those currently charged
with crimes the prosecution of which
will be discontinued, will be given
the opportunity to plead to violation-
level offenses. Currently there are
5,688 cases of this type pending.

New Portland Sidewalk Policy - After input from the Sidewalk Advisory
Committee, Council voted in new changes to city sidewalk policy
controling activity in public rights-of-way during daytime hours. New law
prohibits sitting or lying in the pedestrian zone, roughly defined as the
first eight feet perpendicular to any building face. Sitting, lying, or
standing is allowed in the remainder of the sidewalk from eight feet out
to the curb.
